also one of the original founders of Friends of the WCPL which hosts an Annual Art Auction that has generated

more than $450,000 for the Washington County Public Library.

"Mr. Mike" is a champion of libraries, literacy, and life -long learning. He worked closely with local government
and concerned citizens in Washington County to secure funds to build a most impressive up -to -date library
building 20 years ago. He has also worked diligently over the years to write grants to improve library outreach
services through Bookmobile services throughout the county and reading programs in our rural area.

Mr. Onderdonk is a past member of the Alabama House of Representatives for District 65 and while in office,
held library services as a high priority. The WCPL is only one of many organizations to which Mr. Onderdonk
has devoted time, energy and years of service. In addition to his professional honors as both an attorney and
a municipal judge, Mr. Onderdonk is a past recipient of the "Pillar of the Community Award" and "Lifetime
Achievement Award" from the Town of Chatom, the Town of Millry, Washington County Board of Education
and Department of Human Resources, as well as the WCPL.

A father, grandfather, and avid collector of children's books, Mr. Onderdonk has a special affection for reading
and sharing stories with others. A general bibliophile, he has enthusiastically supported the works of many local
authors and southern writers. His support of so many
educational efforts, charitable organizations, and civic
groups has made his community service work a shining
example in our community and inspiration to many.

Mr. Onderdonk's commitment to the growth and
success of the Washington County Public Library and
his broader efforts to improve the quality of life of
so many others through literacy and education.
